TAKE-AWAYS FROM PREVIOUS FIRESIDE CHATS

* Itis necessary to leverage digital resources (according to Barna, 63% think so).

* Be more intentional in implementing a ministry plan that is flexible, adaptable, and invests
in people.

* Promote a shared leadership (ministry team) model to maximize the mission impact.
